Families also worship(thờ cúng) their ancestors (tổ tiên) and parents on this occasion. Villagers voluntarily contribute (góp) money and other things to celebrate the festival.
In this festival monks (các nhà sư)are invited to preach (thuyết giáo). People play drums, sing songs and dance. They also drink rice wine through a long thin bamboo tube. There are some other activities such as cultural shows, buffalo races, and traditional games. The festive atmosphere is felt around all the villages.
